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NOTE FROM LEADERSHIP 
In the last year, we welcomed home 128 homeless individuals. They came from treatment 
programs, halfway houses, off the streets and from emergency shelters. We�ve welcomed home 
individuals like Jerry, who talks freely about his recovery from being critically injured in a drive-by 
shooting. Divorced and estranged from his family, he lived on the streets or �couch hopped� for more 
than a year. Although he struggles with serious depression and physical disabilities, �I�ve been 
blessed in countless ways because of Cabrini Partnership.�  

We�ve welcomed home individuals like Julie, a gifted professional with a career of accomplishments. 
Severe and persistent mental illness created a spiral that led to losing her home and her job and to a 
fragile existence. �To me, Cabrini Partnership is compassion in action. The entire staff shows 
such gentle and amazing compassion as they help me pick up the pieces of my life.� 

For more than 20 years Cabrini Partnership has been dedicated to breaking the cycle of 
homelessness with a special focus on those who are mentally ill and chemically dependent. We 
welcome the commitment to ending homelessness by the philanthropic and faith-based communities 
and by local and state initiatives. Cabrini Partnership is tackling homelessness vigorously.  

Two years ago, Board Member Bob Strachota found a perfect site to help ful�ll the board of directors� 
vision of expanding the number of homeless adults we serve. In partnership with Project for Pride in 
Living, we purchased land for the Van Cleve Development. Drive past the site today�four blocks 
from our transitional housing facility and across from Van Cleve Park�to see the early stages of 
construction of the �rst apartment building in what will become an economically integrated community. 
It will include 20 apartments for Cabrini Partnership residents within two affordable apartment 
buildings, along with Habitat for Humanity townhomes and market rate condos. We can�t wait to 
welcome home eight residents later this summer to the �rst apartment building! 

The board of directors showed its commitment to ending homelessness by 
launching the Leading the Way Home campaign last year and by pledging 
more than $300,000 to the $1.3 million goal. We�re proud to announce 
we have surpassed $1,000,000 in pledges and receipts and are deeply 
grateful to the lead donors listed in this newsletter. 

We believe it requires more than a roof and a bed to end homelessness. It takes a caring staff to 
connect those we serve with care for their mental and chemical health. It demands that we hold our 
residents accountable for their progress toward increased self suf�ciency. It depends on volunteers 
who tutor residents for their GED and mentor those seeking a job. Most importantly, it relies on our 
partnership with you�individuals, foundations, companies and faith-based organizations�who 
have supported Cabrini Partnership to achieve our mission. Thank you. 

As much as we�d like it to be, ending homelessness isn�t as much a destination as a journey. We look
